The Alabama Herb Society (AHS) cordially invites you to take part in the 29th Annual Herb Day, April 18,
2026 at 5 Bell Road, Montgomery, Alabama (location is on the corner of Atlanta Highway and Bell Road)
8 am to 3 pm. Herb Day is an annual spring event for the entire family. There will be live music, crafts,
an abundance of plants, garden art, local artists, herbal products, Herbs, “How to” presentations
(culinary, medicinal, & growing Herbs). Come spend the day with us in the beautiful setting under those
towering pecan trees of Grace Presbyterian Church. Grace Grill will be fired up with BBQ. Expert
gardeners and craft exhibitors will be on hand to answer your questions. AHS event proceeds are used
to fund our community projects which include annual “Herb Day” & “Earth Day” Festival, speakers, and
the rehabilitation of the Crump Senior Center Garden in Montgomery, Alabama.

VENDER INFORMATION:

Vendor start setup time is 6:00 a.m. and must be set up and ready to show at 8 a.m. Vendors are
responsible for their sales tax and license. All supplies (tables, tent, etc.) are to be furnished by the
Vendor and should be flexible to accommodate irregularities in the terrain, trees, etc. Each exhibit must
be staffed all times during the hours of 8 am to 3 pm. Demonstrating your work is encouraged. Each 10’
X 10’ Vendor space is $50. Two spaces = $100. Three spaces = $150. Each space measures
approximately 10’ X 10’. Application and space fees are to be received by AHS at the above address by
April 1, 2026. No refunds will be made for cancellations after April 6, 2026 and must be in writing and
sent to Alabama Herb Society at the address above. Herb Day takes place rain or shine. Vehicles must
be moved to the signed Vendor Parking Area as soon as unloaded. If space is needed for back up
merchandise, one Vehicle is allowed behind your booth if noted on your application, if not you will be
directed to a parking space reserved for Vendors and Volunteers only prior to 8:00 am

The Herb Day Committee reserve the right to determine if the merchandise to be presented is
appropriate.

DIRECTIONS:

From I-65 North or South, Exit at Clay Street (exit # 172). You will be on Herron St., which becomes Bibb
St., which becomes Madison St., which becomes Atlanta Hwy.
